c. Huikap Kim and David Lee elected to fill non-officer Executive Committee seats.

iv. Compromise suggested by Nam Kim to include Vons Market at 3rd and Vermont and Assi Market at 8th and Oxford, as two new posting locations.  Accepted by consensus, so long as each market grants approval to WCKNC to make posting.
